This is with reference to formation of Network Committee in States/UTs to be
constituted for coordinating and facilitating various connectivity related activities. We would
like to draw your attention to the advisory issued by JS(CS), MHA, sent on 234 Nov 2011
wherein it has been mentioned that the network committee is to include CCINS Nodal
Ofticer, GM BSNL, or an officer approved by him and Officer of State DIT who is
involved/In-Charge of SWAN project implementation in the States/ U'l's as members.

As a part of the CCTNS implementation in States/UTs, twenty one States/UTs have
finalized the selection of System Integrator (SI) and twenty States/UTs have issued lLetter of
Intents (Lols) to the selected State Project Mana gement Unit (SPMU).

As the System Integrator (SI) and State Project Management Unit (SPMU) will play a
pivotal role in implementation of CCINS in the States/ UTs, it is advised to include one
member each from SI and SPMU in the network Committee.

The primary responsibilities of this Committee would be to facilitate the following
activities:

i. Providing CCT'NS connectivity to the sites as per Memorandum of Agreement (MOA).
ii. Coordination between the multiple-stakeholders (BSNL, SWAN, State /UT CCINS,
CCTINS S, CCINS SPMU)
iii. Facilitation of LAN/ Fiber connectivity through SWAN for the co-located CCI'NS sites
iv. Port/Interface availability for leased line termination at SWAN POP for the CCINS
sites on SWAN

v. Formalization of the Internet Protocol (IP) schema at State /UT level in coordination
SWAN, BSNL and CCTNS SI & SPMU

vi. Routing integration between SWAN/BSNL network and CCTNS IT infrastructure at
respective State Data Centers (SDCs) and Disaster Recovery Centers (DRCs)

vii. Formalization of monitoring and troubleshooting process for SWAN and BSNL
network

viii. Monitoring the connectivity progress

ix. Troubleshooting connectivity issues

x. Tiscalation as required

xi. Any other connectivity related issues.
