PIONEERS OF FINGERPRINT SCIENCE 

     There are records of fingerprints being taken many centuries ago. Ancient artifacts with 

carvings similar to friction ridge skin have been discovered in many places throughout the world.  

The ancient Babylonians pressed the tips of their fingertips into clay to record business 

transactions. Thumbprints were used on clay seals in China to ñsignò documents. A petro glyph 

located on a cliff face in Nova Scotia depicts a hand with exaggerated ridges and finger whorls, 

presumably left by the Mi'kmaq people.  

     With the advancement in the field of Identification/ Investigation, many of the Scientists/ 

Investigators worked, whose contributions are listed below: 

 

Dr. NEHEMIAH GREW (1641 -1712) 

ü English Plant Morphologist, Considered as ñFather of Plant 

Anatomyò. 

ü Studied and described the ridges, furrows, and pore structure of 

friction skin. 

ü Published very accurate drawings of the Finger Print patterns and areas of the palms. 

ü Did not address uniqueness or permanence of the ridges. 

 

MARCELLO MALPHIGHI (1628-1694) 

 

ü First to see the capillaries and was a founder of histology, 

embryology, plant anatomy, and comparative anatomy. 

 

ü Used a microscope for the first time to examine friction skin and 

made observations as to its structure.  

ü Malphighian layer of skin named after him, for his research 

contributions. 

ü Did not address uniqueness or permanence of friction ridges. 

Dr. J.C.A. MAYER  (1747-1801) 

ü Authored a book on human anatomy and anatomical 

illustrations. The book is one of the earliest recordings 

supporting the uniqueness of fingerprints.  

ü The book included drawings of friction skin and this is still a 

valid statement ; 
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ñAlthough the arrangements of skin ridges are never 

duplicated in two persons, nevertheless the similarities are 

closer among some individuals. In others the differences are 

marked, yet in spite of their peculiarities of arrangement all 

have certain likeness.ò  

This statement has been verified by all other medical and 

scientific researchers of friction skin. 

Dr. JOHANNES E. PURKINJE (1787ï1869) 

ü At Breslau he created the world's first Independent 

Physiology department and the first official Physiology 

laboratory.  

ü He discovered the Purkinje effect, Purkinje cells, and 

Purkinje fibers. 

ü He wasthe first  to give regular classification of Fingerprint 

patterns into nine categories which is as follows: 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Sir WILLIAM JAMES HERSCHEL (1833 -1917) 

 

ü He experimented with the idea of using a hand print as a 

signature by a man named Rajyadhar Konai put a stamp of his 

right hand on the back of a contract. The contract was received 

and accepted as valid. 

ü He instituted taking fingerprints of both pensioners and 

criminals so that it is not carried out by imposters. 

ü He was the first person to use Hand Prints/ Finger Prints officially.   

ü He published an account of his work entitled 'The Origin of Fingerprinting'. 

 

Dr. HENRY FAULDS (1843ï1930) 

 

ü British surgeon and Superintendent of Tsuki ji Hospital in 

Tokyo. 

 

ü Wrote an article that discussed fingerprints as a means of 

identification. 

ü A:Transverse curves,  

ü B:Central 

longitudinal stria,  

ü C: Oblique stria,  

ü D: Oblique sinus,  

ü E: Almond 

ü F: Spiral,  

ü G: Ellipse or elliptical 

whorl, 

ü  H:Circle or circular 

whorl, and 

ü  I: Double whorl 
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ü He published a paper on the subject titled óOn the Skin-Furrows of the Handô, in the 

scientific journal óNatureô and it was the first scientific literature to suggest the basic 

concepts of the fingerprint system of identification.  

ü In an article, Faulds proposed using friction ridge individualization at crime scenes and gave 

two practical examples.  

ü Recommended Printerôs Ink for recording of fingerprints. 

SIR FRANCIS GALTON (1822-1911) 

ü He was an English explorer and anthropologist best known for his 

research in Eugenics and Human Intelligence.   

ü Established that friction ridge skin was unique and persistent.  

ü Defined & Named each Peculiar characteristics /Minutiae/ Ridge 

Characteristics 

ü Wrote book on ñFingerprintsò in 1892 and ñDecipherment of Blurred Fingerprintsò 

IVÁN (JUAN) VUCETICH (1858-1925) 

ü His classification system and individualization of prisoners through 

the use of fingerprints were the first practical uses of the Finger 

Print science by law enforcement personnel.  

ü He made the first positive identification of a criminal in a case 

where Francisca Rojas had killed her two children and then cut her 

throat, trying to put the blame on the outside attacker. A blood print 

identified her as the killer. 

SIR EDWARD RICHARD HENRY (1850-1931) 

ü Inspector General of Police for the Lower Provinces in Bengal. 

ü Considered as Father of Modern Finger Print Science. 

ü With the help of Indian Police Officers Khan Bahadur Azizul 

Haque, and Rai Bahadur Hem Chandra Bose, the Henry 

classification system was developed. 

ü Went before an inquiry committee to convince them to change to 

fingerprinting of criminals instead of using the Bertillon Method. 

ü  Established the Metropolitan Police Finger Print Bureau, which 

Was Britain's first. 

 

ü Published a book ñThe Classification and Use of Finger Prints.ò  

AZIZUL HAQ UE (1872 ï 1935) 

ü Officer-in-charge of the Anthropometric Bureau at Calcutta  

ü Helped in devising the classification formula on a mathematical 
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basis. 

ü Was awarded the title ñKhan Bahadurò 

ü Was awarded honoraria of rupees 5000/- for his contribution to the establishment of Finger 

Print classification.  

HEM CHANDRA BOSE (Born in 1867) 

ü An officer of the Anthropometric Bureau in  Calcutta  

ü Created a system for single digit impression 

ü Created a telegraphic code for communicating classification. 

ü Was awarded the title ñRai  Bahadurò  

ü Wrote a book called ñFinger PrintCompanionò 

EDMOND LOCARD (1877-1966) 

ü Formulated the basic principle of forensic science: "Every contact 

leaves a trace". 

ü Developed the science of Poroscopy.  

ü Established the first rules of the minimum number of minutiae 

necessary for identification. He said that if 12 specific points were 

identical between two fingerprints, it would be sufficient for 

positive identification.

LAWS RELATING TO FINGERPRINTS IN INDIA  

 

In this chapter contains all relevant legal information pertaining to Finger Print Science in 

India. 

  

Section 45 of the Indian Evidence Act, 1872, as amended by Act V of 1899, defines: 

 

Any other person whose finger prints are ordered to be maintained by the Govt. of India from 

time to time, subject to the provisions of the Identification of prisoners Act (act XXXIII of 1920).  

"When the Court has to form an opinion upon a point of foreign law, or of science or art, 

or as to identity of handwriting or finger impressions, the opinions upon that point of persons 

especially skilled in such foreign law, science or art, or in questions as to identify of handwriting 

or finger impressions are relevant facts. Such persons are called Experts". 

 

Section 293 of Cr. P.C. states as follows: 

 

1) Any document purporting to be a report under the hand of a Government scientific expert 

to whom this section applies, upon any matter or thing duly submitted to him for 

examination or analysis and report in the course of any proceeding under this code may be 

used as evidence in any inquiry, trial or other proceeding under this code.  

 

2) The Court may, if it thinks fit, summon and examine any such expert as to the subject-

matter of his report.  

 

3) Where any such expert is summoned by a Court, and he is unable to attend personally, he 

may, unless the court has expressly directed him to appear personally, depute any 

responsible officer working with him to attend the court, if such officer is conversant with 

the facts of the case and can satisfactorily depose in court on his behalf.  

 

4) This section applies to the following Government Scientific Experts, namely: 

 

a) Any Chemical Examiner or Assistant Chemical Examiner to Government.  

b) The Chief Inspector of Explosives.  

c) The Director, Finger Print Bureau.  

d) The Director, Haffkine Institute, Bombay.  

e) The Director of a Central Forensic Science Laboratory or a State / UT Forensic 

Science Laboratory.  

f) The Serologist to the Government.  

 

To ascertain, whether a finger print is that of a person by whom it purports to have been 
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made, the court may direct any person present in the court to record his finger prints for the 

purpose of enabling the court to compare the finger prints alleged to have been made by such 

person. When given by recognized finger print experts, evidence as to the identification of 

persons by means of finger prints left at the scene of crime, is a fact. Summon from court is 

received whenever, court requires the services of experts either to prove the identity of the 

accused person or to give evidence in case in which experts opinion has already been furnished 

by the Bureau. 

 

LAWS RELATING TO PREPARATION OF RECORD AND SEARCH SLIPS 

 

Identification of Prisoners Act, 1920 

 

Section 3: Related to Convicted Persons 

 

a) Every person who has been convicted of any offence punishable with rigorous 

imprisonment for a term of one year or upwards or of any offence which 

would render him liable to enhanced punishment on a subsequent conviction 

and 

 

b) Every person ordered to give security of his good behavior under Section 118 

Cr.PC shall if so required allow his measurements and photographs to be 

taken by a police officer in the prescribed manner. 

 

Section 4: Empowers police officers for taking fingerprints of non-convicted arrested 

persons in connection with an offence punishable with RI for one year or 

more. 

 

Section 5: Empowers a magistrate of first class to order a person to give his Finger Print 

for the purpose of any investigation or proceedings. 

 

Section 6: i) Empowers the use of necessary means to secure the fingerprints of any 

person who resists or refuses taking of fingerprints. 

 

  ii)  Resistance or refusal is deemed to be an offence u/s 186 IPC. 

 

Section 7: Deals with destruction of finger print slips on acquittal or on discharge or on 

release without trial. 

 

 

SCHEDULE OF OFFENCES FOR TAKING FINGER IMPRESSIONS AS PER CFPB 

MANUAL  

 

As per OM No. 115/POLICE (L)/ 55 (8) Intelligence Bureau, Ministry of Home Affairs, 

Government of India, Dated 19.02.1955, on the subject of óEstablishment of C.F.P.B and 

instructions to be followed by State Bureaux and District Police officers in sending F.P. record 
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slipsô, mentions about the G.O. No. 37/223/55-piii Dated 5.12.55, which incorporates the 

procedure to be adopted for taking finger impressions of all persons convicted of any offence 

mentioned in the schedule of offences.  

 

 

Finger Print slips of the following persons will be recorded at the Central Finger Print Bureau: 

 

1) All persons convicted of offences under chapter XII to XVII IPC which are punishable with 

rigorous imprisonment for a term of one year or more.  

 

2) All persons convicted of any offence under Chapter VI IPC or of sabotage and subversive 

activities against State.  

 

3) All persons convicted of offences under section 170, 302, and 304 (murder for gain), 328, 338, 

465 to 477A, 489A to 489D IPC.  

 

4) All persons convicted under the Arms, Opium and State Excise acts who are suspected to be 

smugglers in Arms, Opium by dangerous drugs as defined in the Dangerous Drugs Act 

(Act II of 1930) or entailing enhanced punishment on reconviction .  

 

5) All persons convicted of smuggling gold, currency and valuable articles under Foreign 

exchange Regulation Act VII of 1947.  

 

6) All persons ordered to execute bonds under sections 109 and 110 CrPC (for offence against 

property only).  

 

7) All traffickers in women and children who are convicted under section 363 to 373 IPC.  

 

8) All persons convicted under section 5 of Act LXXIV of 1950 for unlawful possession of 

telegraph wires.  

 

9) All persons convicted under section 3 of Ordnance XIX of 1944 for unlawful possessions of 

Railway Stores. 

 

10) All professional criminals and persons of dangerous character externed from any area 

under any state Act.  

 

11) All foreigners externed under Foreigners Act XXXI of 1946.  

 

12) All approvers in gang dacoity and criminal conspiracy cases.  

 

13) All persons suspected of being professional itinerant criminals and persons of notoriously 

criminal reputation who habitually absent themselves from their homes and are believed to 

travel to other states for the purpose of committing crime and who have been arrested by 

police and whose finger prints have been taken, even if they are acquitted provided that in 
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case of acquittal permission for record for finger prints is obtained from the court under 

section 7 of Act XXXIII of 1920.  

 

14) All persons convicted for attempt or abetment (sec 511 or 109/114 IPC) and criminal 

conspiracy (sec 120B IPC) for offences mentioned in this schedule.  

 

15) All  Indian nationals convicted outside India of any offence for which finger prints have 

been received at the State Bureau from those countries.  

 

16) All International criminals and absconders whose finger prints are sent to the State Bureau 

from countries outside India.  

 

17) All persons convicted under explosive Substances Act (Act VI of 1908).  

 

18) All persons convicted under the official Secrets Act (Act XIX of 1923).  

 

19) All persons convicted under sec 101, 126 and 128 of the Indian Railways Act (Act IX of 

1890).  

 

20) Any other person whose finger prints are ordered to be maintained by the Govt. of India 

from time to time, subject to the provisions of the Identification of prisoners Act (act 

XXXIII of 1920).  

 

Note: The taking of finger prints of persons who are local men and convicted of offences of 

trivial nature will be subject to the discretion of the Supdt. of Police of the district concerned. 

 

 

IMPORTANT COURT VERDICTS ON FINGER PRINT EVIDENCE  

1. Supreme Court Ruling of 1961 : [State of Bombay Vs. Kathikalu Oghad AIR 1961 SC 

1808] 

 A thumb impression of an accused taken by the police in course of investigation which 

was later on produced at the trial did not amount to testimonial compulsion under Article 20(3) 

and was not on that account inadmissible. It held that the application of finger prints in the 

identification of persons does not violate the fundamental rights under Article 20(3) of the 

constitution. It was further held that to be a witness in its wider sense means giving an oral or 

written statement but does not amount to exposing a part of the body for the purpose of 

identification. 

2. Supreme Court Ruling of 1972 : [AIR 1972 SC 975] 

ñThe comparison and identification of finger prints has developed into a science and the 

results derived there from have reached a stage of exactitude. As long as the report shows that the 

opinion was based on observations which led to a conclusion, such opinion can be accepted.ò 
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ñUnless there is a doubt as to the correctness of the opinion, the report of the examiner may be 

accepted without examination of the expert.ò 

3. Supreme Court Ruling of 1978: [Mohanlal Vs. Ajit Singh AIR July1978 SC 1183] 

The Honôble Supreme Court ruled that an opinion based on 08 identical ridge 

characteristics was fully justified and conformed to the views expressed in scientific books on the 

subject. 

  ñNothing substantial has been urged to challenge the opinion of the director of the Finger 

Print Bureau and all that has been argued is that as there were only 8 points of similarity, there 

was not enough basis for the expertôs opinion about the identity of finger prints. Reference in this 

has been made to B.L Saxenaôs óIdentification of handwriting, disputed documents, finger prints, 

foot prints and detection of forgeriesô (1968 edition, page 247), Walter R. Scottôs óFinger print 

mechanicsô(page 62) and M.K. Mehtaôs óThe identification of thumb impression and the cross 

examination of finger print expertsô (second edition, page 28). We have gone through these books 

but they do not really support the argument of the learned counsel for the respondent. While 

referring to the old practice of looking for a minimum of 12 identical characteristic details, 

Saxena has admitted that the modern view is that 6 points of similarity are sufficient to establish 

the identity of finger prints. Walter Scott has stated that as a matter of practice most experts who 

work with finger prints constantly satisfy themselves as to the identity with 8 or even 6 points.ò 

The larger surface of the fully rolled impression not only allows accurate classification but it also 

gives more points for comparison. (For representative purpose only) 

4. Supreme Court Ruling of 1979: [Jaspal Singh Vs. State of Punjab AIR 1979 SC 1708] 

ñThe science of Finger print identification is an exact science and does not admit of any 

mistake or doubt.ò

Recommendations of XXI All India Conference of Directors of FPBx held on online 

platform Webex on 13th& through 14th October, 2020 

 

1. NAFIS: 

a. NCRB informed that two rounds of NAFIS User Acceptance Test have been conducted 

and installation of NAFIS equipment in the State FPB/Districts/Commissionarete is in 

progress. It was informed that post Go-Live, criminals can be taken to nearby District 

Hqrs for live enrolment through Fingerprint Enrolment Device(FED) while 

the fingerprints of other criminals obtained in paper have to be sent to District Hqrs for 

digitization. 

b. NCRB explained the functions of enrolment Operator, Chance print Expert and 

Administrator under NAFIS. All States/UTs were requested to identify the officials for 

performing these activities, so that necessary training can be imparted to them. 

c. Karnataka informed that in their AFIS(NEC system), it is possible to send good ten prints 

directly to database and only poor prints are being checked by FP Experts. NCRB clarified 

that such a provision exists in NAFIS also. 

d. Regarding the replication of State AFIS data into NAFIS, it was informed that Solution 

Provider is yet to develop the required bridge software. Advanced States were requested to 

send their specific requirements for incorporating the same in the bridge software. 

e. All States/UTs were requested to extend the necessary support to the NAFIS Solution 

Provider by arranging the office space, stable power supply, network connectivity in the 

Districts, Commissionarete and State FPBx for smooth commissioning. Regarding final 

sign off, NCRB informed that detailed guidelines will be shared to the NAFIS Nodal 

Officers along with check-list. 

f. On a question about FED procurement for the police stations etc, NCRB informed that 

issue will be taken up in phase-II which is immediately after the NAFIS is made 

operational. 

(NCRB, States, UTs) 

2. Director of FPB should be a FP expert: 

The Conference deliberated as whether Fingerprint Bureau needs to be headed by only 

FP expert. The house was informed that the decision on the issue had already been 

unanimously taken in XX Conference and accordingly, NCRB has sent an advisory to all 

the states. Some of the state delegates reported that Director post remain vacant for 

substantial period and it was unanimously decided that NCRB should send an advisory to 

fill the vacant post of Director early. 

(NCRB) 
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3. Modernization of FPBx: 

Conference discussed about the difficulties experienced in getting funds under Police 

Modernization scheme for Fingerprint equipments. It was suggested that NCRB should 

take up the matter with MHA for allocating certain funds exclusively for procurement of 

Fingerprint equipment under Police Modernization scheme keeping in view the 

necessity to modernize the Fingerprint Laboratories. NCRB informed that there is 

flexibility for States in asking assistance under any or many of the heads and earmarking 

of funds under specific heads may not be a good idea.

4. Regulation of Private experts: 

NCRB informed that a committee was constituted under the chairmanship of Joint 

Director (CCTNS), NCRB with members from Punjab, Haryana, Maharashtra, Delhi 

and Himachal Pradesh, for examining a legal sanctity of private fingerprint experts 

giving opinion in different Courts under Section 45 Indian Evidence Act. It was 

informed that due to COVID not much of progress was made. Conference resolved that 

the same committee may continue and finish the task.  

(NCRB, Punjab, Maharashtra, Haryana, Delhi and HP) 

5. FP Records of Arrestees:   

Few delegates expressed the necessity to follow uniform procedure across the country 

for arrestee slip maintains as some States are removing the slips immediately after 

furnishing the previous criminal antecedents whereas others are retaining such slips. 

Conference decided that, FP slips of arrested persons should be retained until there is 

request from the concerned authorities for removal of such slips or information 

regarding details of acquittal is received. 

(NCRB, States/UTs) 

6. Format of Document Cases: 

Participants expressed that all FP Exerts are not following the same format for giving the 

opinion on document cases. In this regard, NCRB informed that a document cases 

module is being implemented in NAFIS which is expected to resolve the problem. All 

FP Experts were requested to test this module after NAFIS roll out and offer feedback so 

that uniformity can be achieved.  

             (NCRB, States/UTs) 
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7. Manpower: 

NCRB requested States/UTs to fill up the vacant posts before NAFIS commissioning, 

so that NAFIS can be optimally put to use. Certain States/UTs delegates informed that 

they are facing issues in filling the vacant posts in their States/UTs and requested 

NCRB/MHA to send an advisory in this regard.   

(NCRB) 

8. Research:  

Conference deliberated about Fingerprint Bureaux taking post graduate students and 

research scholars for internship by providing some financial support. Conference 

suggested that NCRB may explore this area for encouraging such research. 

(NCRB) 

9. Training:  

a. Refresher course for Photographers: Director, Goa and other SFPBx requested to 

organize refresher course for chance print photographers of their Bureaux. The matter 

was discussed in previous conference also but due to statewide lockdown and COVID 

restrictions the matter could not be perused.  NCRB offered to explore the options of 

organizing such courses in consultation with NICFS. 

b. Fingerprint Training on Modern Chemical Methods: Delegates suggested that 

NCRB may conduct Training on new chemical methods of fingerprint development. 

NCRB informed that suitable action will be taken on the matter after the pandemic 

situation improves. 

c. Fingerprint Training on Proficiency course: Conference deliberated about the 

syllabus, content, duration of the Proficiency course on Fingerprint Science that is being 

conducted at CFPB, Kolkata. There was a suggestion that participants may be taken to 

CFPB, New Delhi for demonstration of the facilities available at New Delhi. NCRB 

informed that visit to SFPB of West Bengal in Kolkata can be organized. 

d. Fingerprint Training on rare prints:  A demand was raised on in-depth study on of 

forged, overlapped and/or damaged finger prints and such training in the CFPB training 

programs. Similarly advance training on Finger Print Science and/or exposure to 

important cases handled by legal Experts/Lawyers may be included so that the FP 

officers can gain insights and successfully provide evidence in the court. On this matter, 

state experts having exposure on such cases may volunteer themselves for such 

specialized training or alternatively NCRB may explore the possibility of arranging 

retired experts in this field to impart such training. It was also suggested that a lawyer 

well versed with evidence on fingerprint science may be arranged for a talk to prepare 

the experts in facing the courts. 

e. Training in Foreign Countries: There was a demand from the house that opportunities 

should be explored for training opportunities in foreign countries for international 
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exposure on fingerprint science. Conference resolved that States/UTs will identify the 

courses and inform NCRB for initiating necessary action on this matter.
